We had a standing room only
audience for our 150th Anniversary
Celebration Afternoon of Jewish
Theatre on Sunday, September 12th
at the Arts Center of the Capital
Region’s Black
Box Theatre.
The show took
a unique and
personal look back
at the changing face
of our region’s Jewish
community through
theater, music,
photography,
and memorabilia.

The event
began at
1 p.m. in the
lobby of the Arts Center of the
Capital Region with an exposition
of photographs and personal
artifacts dating back to the 1830s
from the Rensselaer County Historical
Society that allowed attendees to view

the changes of 19th and 20th century

culture through the eyes of our
region’s Jewish community.
Theater-goers were then
treated to dramatic readings
from “
The Bintel
Brief,”
directed by
F*  Eileen Schuyler.
The “Bintel
Brief” was an
advice column
that ran in the
landmark paper
The Jewish
Daily
Forward
from 1906
to 1970; the columns were
collected into a book of the
same name by Isaac Metzker in
1990. The readings, never before

performed in this area, illuminated the
Jewish experience, from the waves of

immigration in the early 1900s to
the struggles for acceptance and
equality in later generations. Theater
Voices, one of the region’s pre-eminent
staged reading groups, is composed of
experienced actors Schuyler, Martin
Barr, Gil Spevack, Judy Spevack, and
Howard Schaffer.

The afternoon show concluded
with an exuberant, toe-tapping
performance by local favorites the
Kleiner Klezmer Orchestra. The six-piece
Kleiner Klezmer Orchestra has been
entertaining the Capital District with
their wide selection of Eastern
European and Israeli music for over
fifteen years. Performing instrumental
dance music and Yiddish songs with
equal enthusiasm, their performance
ended this Afternoon with a bang!

JFS SOCIAL WORKER CONTINUES WORK WITH HACD
& DAUGHTERS OF SARAH

“The students are always very
excited and apprehensive,” said Sharon
Rosenblum, M.S.W., C.S.W., one of
Jewish Family Services of Northeastern
New York’s certified social workers, and
social work liaison to the Hebrew
Academy of the Capital District (HACD).
“They seem to really look forward to
beginning this program.”

For the past three years,
Rosenblum has coordinated a program
in which sixth-grade students at HACD
visit the Daughters of Sarah Nursing
Center every other week. While there,
students visit and take part in activities
with residents.

Rosenblum began working as a
liaison to HACD four years ago, a
year after coming to JFS. She spends
approximately twenty hours a week
at the school, providing counseling
services and education sessions for
students and their families, as well
as staff. She primarily works with
kindergarten through fifth-grade
students.

“I basically work with the teachers
to find out what their needs are, and
what the needs of the students are.
I'm there to support the students,
advocate for them, and teach them
skills that they’ll need as they grow,”
she continued.

“I work a lot with students who
are experiencing a change in family
status, whether that means a new

sibling, a divorce or a marriage,”
Rosenblum said. She facilitates a
support group for students called
Banana Splits, which gives children
from families experiencing divorce
a chance to talk with their peers
about coping with the changes in
their lives.

Rosenblum reports that the
program at the Daughters of Sarah
Nursing Center is growing and
improving with each passing year.
This year, the students involved with
the program will have the opportunity
to break up into small groups and
work with physical therapists at the

facility. The students will lead activities
for residents of each residential area,
periodically switching areas. The
students will also spend the first fifteen
minutes of their time at Daughters of
Sarah with various staff members, such
as the director of rehabilitation thera-
py, or the director of food services, in
order to gain a greater appreciation for
the inter-relationship of services
offered at the facility.

“We work very hard to break
down any stereotypes that they may
have about the elderly and aging—
we don't want them to leave with the
wrong impression,” Rosenblum
continued.

“The students are incredible. A lot
of the seventh-graders who were in
the program the previous year ask me
about the residents, wanting to know
how so-and-so is, or they’ll tell me to
say ‘hi’ to so-and-so. It's wonderful to
see those connections being built
every year.”
